Grading

Tests, projects, and major labs will count as 50% of each nine weeks grade and quizzes, homework, and minor labs and classwork will count as 40%.  Participation will be recorded once each quarter and will count as 10% of each nine weeks grade.   Each nine weeks counts as 40% of the semester grade and the exam counts as 20% of each semester.   A student failing the first semester can earn credit for the whole course providing the second semester is high enough to average to a passing grade for the year.  Failure of the second semester or the whole year must be repeated successfully in summer school at MCPS.  
Tutorials are held every day from 2:45 to 3:15 and are encouraged well in advance of a test, especially to master challenging math work.  There are no semester exam exemptions according to the updated 2014 Student Handbook. Students failing one course at the midpoint of the first quarter are ineligible for any extra-curricular activity including athletics, band, club activities, or youth government, but can regain eligibility with a minimum 55 average and an approved tutorial schedule.

Supplies
Each student will need a notebook for notes, handouts, and assignments.  The notebook can be divided and shared with other subjects, but students are strongly encouraged to maintain a neat and organized notebook as a helpful study tool.  Highlighters are suggested for marking notes.  Index cards are useful as study aids.  Other supplies will be announced at least two weeks in advance as needed for projects.  A calculator is absolutely necessary and required every day in class.  The math department strongly suggests the TI30XS for Geometry and below and the TI84 for Algebra II and above.  
Classroom Management

All school rules including those that pertain to dress, attendance, tardiness, cell phones, and behavior in the school and in the classroom will be enforced as stated in the student handbook.  Inappropriate behavior will be discouraged through warnings, new seating assignments, parent or coach contacts, and detention during break, lunch, or after school in an effort to avoid disciplinary action from the Dean of Students or Principal.
